2) To create the PENDING detail line(s), the following are required: 

a. Item

i. Manufacturer

i. only if item is not to be backordered
e. Quantity

f. Quantity UOM

g. Backorder

i. Pass (Y) if item is to be backordered

3) To create message line(s), the following fields are required:

a. Line#

b. Message Text

4) To override the default Ship To information, the following fields are required:

a. Ship To Name

b. Ship To Zip Code (5 digit)

Specifications:
1) All relevant key-fields will be validated against the Dancik database files.
2) The user, requesting the service, and the passed in account#, will be used for any Order defaults, that are not passed in.

a. Because the web service will fall under the Dancik Navigator security, the user will be stored and passed via the session.

3) Regular Dancik order creation validations will be executed for both the header as well as every detail line.
Stark specific defaults:
1) Order Date will be defaulted to the current date, if it is not passed in.



2) Ship Date will be defaulted to the next available ship date, if it is not passed.
3) Workstation ID will default to “$R”.
4) Order Type will default to ‘W’, if it is not passed in.

5) Header Warehouse will default to account default, if it is not passed.

6) Ship Via will default to account default, if it is not passed.
